La Cage Aux Folles Music and Lyrics by Jerry Herman; Book by Harvey Fierstein

Description: Based on the 1973 play of the same name, La Cage Aux Folles tells the story of Georges, owner of the titular nightclub, and Albin, Georges’ longtime partner who performs as the nightclub’s star drag queen. Problems arise when their son Jean-Michel (conceived in a one-night stand by Georges and adopted by Albin) announces he’s engaged to a woman named Anne Dindon, whose father heads up a socially conservative political party with a particular bent against drag clubs. Moreover, Jean-Michael has invited the Dindons to dinner with his family in an attempt to impress his hopefully future in-laws.


Georges and Jean-Michel devise a series of plots to pull off the dinner, inviting Jean-Michel’s estranged birth mother Sybil and initially planning to exclude Albin from the dinner. Albin is enraged when he finds out the latter, so it is decided he will attend as the masculine “Uncle Al.” When Sybil subsequently fails to show, however, Albin swoops in to play the part of mother. The trio desperately tries to hold the chaotic night together until it, inevitably, all falls apart. Anne’s parents are appalled, but when confronted near the drag club by paparazzi, they strike a deal with Georges and Albin to let their children marry in exchange for safe passage — in full drag — through the nightclub. La Cage Aux Folles is a renowned and timeless tale about acceptance —not only of others but ourselves — and, ultimately, love in all its forms.
